#19 Rockstar Makita Suzuki GSX-R1000 

Josh Waters will be joining the Rockstar Makita Suzuki road racing team for two races in July while Blake Young recovers from an injury sustained while testing at Barber in Alabama. Waters will be piloting the No. 19 Rockstar Makita Suzuki GSX-R1000 at Mid-Ohio and Laguna Seca. Waters is an accomplished racer aboard the Suzuki GSX-R1000 in Australia, and the 23-year-old is looking forward to sizing up the competition in AMA Pro Superbike class in the U.S.

Waters rode his way to the 2009 Australian Superbike Championship in his rookie season, the first rookie to win the title since Mat Mladin accomplished that feat in 1992. Waters won a total of five races and appeared on the podium at every event last year. He’s an impressive racer who gets along flawlessly with the power of the GSX-R1000, and he’s currently defending that championship. Waters will not miss any of the event sin Australia during his stint in the U.S.

“When I got the call up, I was blown away that the team thought of me to fill in,” Waters said. “I know it’s not going to be easy as the next two tracks are quite hard, but I know I have the best team behind me. I will try my hardest and I hope I can do a good job for Suzuki and our sponsors, and I also want to thank my Team Manager, Phil Tainton, for coming with me!” 
Waters resume is quite impressive with a long list of titles and win. From dirt track to road racing, he has 24 Australian National Titles and more than 60 State Titles. He began racing at the age of five and won his first championship by six. He joined the Suzuki team in 2007 aboard the GSX-R600 and moved up to the premier class in 2009.
